Preparation
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Preparation is the primary key to procuring any kind of success.  It alone can position your talent to achieve its potential.  Military people know this.  General Douglas Macarthur said, “Preparedness is the key to success and victory.”   More bluntly he said, “The more you sweat in peace, the less you bleed in war.”   What happens when you don’t prepare?  Everything you hoped would not happen happens with greater frequency than the things you hoped would happen.  The reason is simple; being unprepared puts you out of position.  Ask athletes what happens when they are out of position. Mistakes happen that ultimately costs the game.  In the construction industry, ask a framer what happens when the foundation is “out of position”.  Nothing lines up. Hours are lost. Budgets are missed.  In a word: chaos. If you are preparing today, chances are, you will not be repairing tomorrow.  
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If you want to have success in your XANGO business, or any endeavor, and not just a trailblazing experience, then preparing for success from the example of those who have had success is paramount.  Why not take advantage of their wisdom and experience?  To learn from these individuals will expedite success as you glean from their experiences various methods on how to not waste your time, money, relationships, and resources.  
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A frustrating element about preparation is that it usually takes much more time than the actual event for which one prepares.  Musicians practice many hours preparing to perform a three-minute piece.  Stage actors practice for weeks to prepare for a performance that lasts two hours. Artists spend tireless effort to prepare their canvas before they even begin painting. Discipline is required to continue preparing for something that will be over quickly. It’s been said; “Don’t be too anxious to begin the action steps until you have adequately prepared to do what needs to be accomplished.


Talented individuals have a tendency of wanting to jump into action before they are prepared, but quite often preparation positions talent to be effective.  Talent plus preparation frequently leads to success.  This business is not just about working hard!  It is about working smart.  Every minute you spend in preparation saves ten in execution.  Regardless of your circumstances, resources, or natural talent, there are certain things of which you are in control; your ability to work smarter and harder than anyone else is one example.  That bears remembering as you prepare yourself for the challenges that lay ahead of you in building a successful XANGO business.  


No one has enough talent to succeed on talent alone. No one has enough strength or charisma, pulling power or inertia. We need something more than we can personally offer because gravity will eventually pull our own efforts back down to earth. We need a blueprint, something we all do together, a shared way.

This notion of togetherness or “team” must be the key ingredient in your success blueprint. We all need guidance; we all need steps to follow.
